Idols 
 
We know the gravest sin is idol worship. We are commanded to give our life before 
succumbing to idol worship. We are commanded to destroy any idol that we see. 
Yet in the Holy of Holies was a statue of two angels facing each other. How can G-d be so 
hypocritical? The message is even better than the question. 
 
When is a relationship between two people ruined? When someone starts allowing another 
person into the relationship. A husband and wife need to know that they share a unity which 
is holy. The worst thing is when someone puts down their spouse in front of others. Saying a 
comment which belittles the other or complains to others about private problems. If one has a 
problem with the other, keep it in the relationship. If that is not enough, ask a professional to 
help. The relationship needs to be holy, behind curtains and kept between you and your 
spouse. To make it public and bring others in is destroying the unity. 
 
This is the message with the two angels. The midrash tells us that there were two angels, to 
teach us that one is Hashem and the other is us. We enjoy a beautiful union. It is the “holy of 
holies”. If we have a problem we go straight to Hashem, we do not need any other G-d’s or 
energies in between. They will only ruin the party.
