Ensuring success  
Have you ever taken an oath? I promise I will… I swear that I … these words are very 
powerful. They bind us to the object or action which we have now vowed.  
When Jacob our forefather was dying he made Joseph swear that he will bury him in Israel. 
Jacob knew that Pharaoh would not let Joseph so therefore he empowered him by taking an 
oath. “But Pharaoh, my father has made a vow with me!” “In that case Joseph you may take 
your father and bury him in Israel”.    
Many perceive a vow as binding in the sense as limiting. Kabbalah sees it as freeing, 
empowering. Shevua (the Hebrew for oath/vow) is the same letters as Sova (satiation or 
empowering). When we obligate our selves in a way of a vow nothing is allowed to stand in 
the way. We need to fulfil that vow at all costs. We now have the strength to say no to what 
we need to say no to and the strength to continue when we are lazy and tired. 
We are given an oath as we are born to be honourable people; we have the strength to 
succeed.
